4) Follow designated curfews. 
5) Refrain from the use of controlled substances (alcohol, tobacco, marijuana, vaping, etc.).  
6) Follow the “no guys in girls’ rooms; no girls in guys’ rooms” rule. 
7) Remain on the premises at all times unless allowed otherwise. 
8) Remain with my group unless allowed by youth leader(s). 
9) Never travel anywhere at the rally site without a partner.

Remain on site and responsible for my group’s youth at all times unless rally schedule or 
circumstances require otherwise. 

Be physically present and remain in the residence halls when my group’s youth are required 
to be in them for the night. 

Refrain from personal consumption of alcohol or marijuana at any time during the rally.  

Refrain from the use of tobacco or vaping products.
